*CALL TO WORSHIP 

L:  Jesus told His disciples that if they asked for anything in His name, they would receive it. 

P:  How can this be? Many times we ask for things and don’t receive them?  

L:  Jesus did not say they would get anything they asked for! He specified that they ask in His 
name. That implies that they would ask for things which would not go against His nature, such 
as things which would result in evil, or which are asked only to satisfy greed or a quest for pow-
er. 

P:  Even when we ask in His name and for things that are according to His will we do not get 
everything we seek! 

L:  Are you sure that what you ask for is in accordance with His will? Often we think that if 
something is what we want and it seems good, it is of course God’s will. Perhaps it is only our 
will and not in accordance with what He has planned for us. 

P:  O Lord, please give us what we seek if it is Your will. Remind us that You will not act to 
harm us, but will often give us what we need, and not what we think we want. Strengthen 
our trust in You so that we know we can depend on You always!
